 TOUR PROPOSAL 

DAY 1 – HANOI ARRIVAL

(L, D)


Morning arrival in Hanoi.  

Your guide and private car will meet you and transfer you to your hotel to leave your luggage (rooms available usually from 1400H).

Start a city tour with a stop at the One Pillar Pagoda, founded by King Ly Thai To in 1049. This structure has become an important symbol for the people of Hanoi. We continue to the nearby Ho Chi Minh Mausoleum.

Your next stop will be the Temple Of Literature, Vietnam’s first university. Built in 1070, the gardens and well-preserved architecture offer a relaxing glimpse into Vietnam’s past.

For a light first lunch in Vietnam try Vietnam’s national dish – Pho Bo, a tasty beef soup with noodles.  

In the afternoon take an exciting walk through the Old Quarter, the most typical and colorful district in town. Stroll around Hoan Kiem Lake, visit a propaganda art shop, pass by grand St Joseph’s cathedral then two restored houses which offer an insight into Hanoi’s past. 
Finish up the afternoon with a relaxing stop at a tucked away coffee house offering spectacular views.    

In the evening enjoy a water puppet performance at Thang Long theatre.

Welcome dinner in a local restaurant.

Overnight in Hanoi. 

DAY 2 – HANOI – HALONG 

(B, L, D)


Leave Hanoi by road for Halong Bay. 
Enjoy the journey through the rich farmlands of the Red River Delta and the scenery of rice fields, water buffalo and everyday Vietnamese village life. Arrive in Halong and check in at the Emeraude Café, following board this wonderful replica of one of the classic steamships of the colonial era of French Indochina. 
A welcome drink will be served on the sundeck. After checking in, have lunch as you cruise among hundreds of islets to discover unspoilt pockets of Halong Bay and visit ‘Sung Sot’, one of the most imposing grottos of the Bay. With 37 luxurious air-conditioned cabins, a restaurant, two bars and a sundeck this is the ultimate Halong Bay experience.   
Buffet dinner. 
Overnight on board the Emeraude.   
DAY 3 – HALONG – HANOI – DANANG – HOI AN 
(B, L, D)


Wake up to a wholesome breakfast. 
Early morning Tai Chi is an optional extra on the sundeck from 0600 to 0700 before breakfast. 
Arrive back at Emeraude’s exclusive private pier at 0930 for disembarkation where your guide waits to take you back to Hanoi.  Arrive back in Hanoi around 12:30pm.

After lunch, we will inspect some hotels in Hanoi (list to be advised)
Transfer to the airport for the flight to Danang by VN319 at 1930-2045. 
On arrival in Danang transfer to your hotel in Hoi An (30 min). 
Dinner at the hotel
Overnight in Hoi An. 

DAY 4 – HOI AN 

(B, L)


Following breakfast at your hotel depart for a morning cooking class in Hoi AN. Visit Hoi An's colorful market to experience the amazing sights, sounds, aromas and general mayhem! A cooking class is an interesting and fun way to learn about local Vietnamese cuisine. A demonstration will be given from the school's chefs and you will then cook some dishes before enjoying your culinary creations.
In the afternoon visit Hoi An, once a major Asian trading port in the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries. Hoi An’s architecture and relaxed lifestyle have changed little over the years. Take a leisurely walking tour of the ancient town center and visit the sites of former merchants’ homes, a 400 year-old Japanese Covered Bridge, and a Chinese Communal Hall. 
Before you return to your hotel enjoy browsing and shopping in the one of the most colorful local marketplaces in all of Southeast Asia.

Some time will be allocated for hotel inspections (Victoria Hoi An, Palm Garden, Life Hoi An).

 Overnight in Hoi An. 

DAY 5 – HOI AN – HUE

(B, L, D)


Breakfast at the hotel
Short stop at the Cham Museum before a drive to Danang over the Hai Van Pass (approx 3 hrs). 

We arrive in Hue, the former imperial capital of Vietnam around mid-day

Lunch at a local restaurant 
In the afternoon we head to the southwest of town where the different Emperors built their elaborate and vast tomb complexes. We see Minh Mang’s and Tu Duc’s tomb.

Short hotel inspections at Pilgrimage Village, Saigon Morin and Imperial Hotel.
Transfer to the hotel. 

Overnight in Hue.   

DAY 6 – HUE - SAIGON

(B, L, D)


Breakfast at the hotel
A pleasant cyclo ride will take us to the Hue Imperial Citadel, from where the Nguyen Dynasty ruled between 1802 and 1945. This impressive structure reminiscent of the Forbidden City in Beijing is leisurely explored in approximately 2 hours. 
We continue to Hue’s best-known religious site the Thien Mu Pagoda and a quaint typoical Hue Garden House where former nobility lived in vicinity to the Citadel

Lunch at a local restaurant

After lunch transfer to the airport for a flight to Saigon. 
On arrival in Saigon (if weather permits) transfer to the Reunification Hall, formerly known as the Presidential Palace. It was towards this modern building that North Vietnamese resistance fighters tanks (Viet Cong) rolled on the morning of April 30, 1975 as Saigon fell. 
From here we will continue on foot to allow you to live and experience Saigon close to the ground. We will see Notre Dame Cathedral, the main Post Office housed in a historic building and walk down Dong Khoi Street to the City Hall, the Continental Hotel and the City Theatre.  

Transfer to your hotel for check-in.

Dinner at a local restaurant. 

Overnight in Hue. 

DAY 7 – SAIGON 

(B, L)

Morning excursion to the Cu Chi tunnels, northwest of the city in direction to Cambodia
Return to town for lunch. Try some traditional Saigon fare at ‘Com Nieu Sai Gon’. Described by the celebrity chef Anthony Bourdain as “my favourite place in town”, watch as clay-pot-baked rice is ‘flung’ across the room by the unassuming waiters.
Early afternoon some hotel visits in Saigon and a short stop at the Exotissimo Vietnam office.
Rest of the day free at leisure

Overnight in Saigon. 

DAY 8 –   SAIGON – CAIBE – CANTHO - CHAU DOC
(B, L, D)


Leave Saigon and head northwest to Chau Doc, on the Cambodian border, deep in the Mekong Delta. At Cai Be, embark on a local boat and cruise to the colorful Cai Be floating market.  Your tour continues with a visit to a local home factory which produces rice paste, rice popcorn and coconut candies. Continue cruising to the evergreen islands located in the Mekong River, through large networks of meandering rivers which are crisscrossed with countless canals. Continue by road to Can Tho. 

After lunch at local restaurant continue to Chau Doc where you arrive in the afternoon. If time permits, drive up to Sam Mountain which is an important pilgrimage spot in southern Vietnam offering gorgeous views over the pancake flat Mekong Delta and neighboring Cambodia. 
Overnight in Chau Doc. 

DAY 9 -  CHAU DOC – PHNOM PENH
(B, L,D)


After breakfast board the speedboat to the Cambodian border and after clearing customs and immigrations, cruise along the Mekong River to Phnom Penh, the capital city of Cambodia.

Arrive at lunch time, to enjoy the meal at Le Wok Restaurant.  Visit Wat Phnom, the Central Market and the Russian Market in the afternoon.  Dinner at the FCC Phnom Penh. 

Overnight in Phnom Penh.

DAY 10 - 
PHNOM PENH – SIEM REAP 
(B, L, D)

In the morning, visit of the Royal Palace, the National Museum and Phnom Penh’s other sites. Lunch at the Sarika Restaurant.  In the afternoon fly to Siem Reap.  After check-in, inspect the Borei Angkor Hotel.  Dinner at hotel. 

Overnight in Siem Reap. 

DAY 11 -
SIEM REAP
(B, L, D)
By tuktuk (motor trailer), visit Angkor Thom by the South Gate, the Bayon, the Elephant Terrace and Ta Prohm. Return for lunch at Viroth’s Restaurant in Siem Reap. In the afternoon visit, continue touring Angkor via tuktuk. Dinner at the Madame Butterfly restaurant, a traditional wooden house. 

Overnight in Siem Reap. 

DAY 12 - 
SIEM REAP
(B, L)
Start the morning with a half-day excursion to Bang Malea, an unrestored temple just an hour outside of Siem Reap. This temple is a hidden gem and not yet frequented by many visitors. Return for lunch at the FCC Angkor. 

In the afternoon hotel inspections: Sofitel, Le Meridien, the Raffles Grand, Hotel de la Paix.

Overnight in Siem Reap. 

DAY 13 -
SIEM REAP DEPARTURE
(B)
In the morning inspection of the hosting hotel and visit Siem Reap’s old market. In the afternoon, transfer to Siem Reap International Airport for international departures.
